Dear Premier,
I am writing to you as a parent of a child who is entitled to receive education in French as a first language. Like many families in Nova Scotia, I want my child to have the opportunity to grow, learn, as well as thrive in the French language while developing a strong sense of identity and belonging to the Nova Scotian Acadian and Francophone communities.
The report published by the Conseil scolaire acadien provincial (CSAP), The Growth of Francophonie in Nova Scotia: Between Pride, Progress and Challenges, reveals a troubling reality. Out of more than 24,000 eligible children in Nova Scotia, only 27.5% attend a French-language school. This lack of access has real consequences for our children: excessively long bus rides, overcrowded classrooms, and, in some cases, the inability to receive an education in French as a first language because no school is nearby.
Education in French is not a privilege but a right guaranteed by the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms. When this right is not fully respected, it is our children who suffer the consequences.
Mr. Premier, I ask that you take immediate action to:
· Ensure that every eligible child in Nova Scotia has access to a French-language school close to home;
· Review the student transportation policy;
· Provide fair and equitable funding to guarantee the quality of education; and
· Fully recognize and respect the autonomy of the CSAP.
By supporting the CSAP, you are supporting the future of our children and the vitality of the Francophone and Acadian communities in Nova Scotia.
